National Cheng Kung University

Fellowships for International Students

The University offers a fellowship to undergraduate and postgraduate international students every semester based on ACT0920049228 issued by the Ministry of Education on May 1, 2003.  

I. General Rules

The fellowship is open to all international students at NCKU who fulfill the following requirements: 
1. Undergraduate students who have studied at NCKU for at least one semester, obtained a minimum of 6 credits in the semester prior to the application, achieved 65 GPA points or above, and not received any demerit points in their university records are eligible for applying to the fellowship.
2. Postgraduate students who have studied at NCKU for at least one semester, obtained a minimum of 3 credits in the semester prior to the application, achieved 75 GPA points or above, and not received any demerit points in their university records are eligible for applying to the fellowship.  For those who are writing the thesis, and thus do not have any academic record in the semester prior to the application, a recommendation letter from the advisor, together with a research report (for example, the thesis proposal or conference papers) should be submitted. The fellowship under the second condition is granted to any applicant only once throughout this applicant’s course of study at NCKU.

II. Vacancy and Amount

The fellowship is available from 2004.  The actual amount of each fellowship and the total vacancy in each semester are subject to change according to the annual funds granted to the University by the Ministry of Education.  The University may reserve a certain amount for the exchange students sent to NCKU by the universities with cooperation agreement with NCKU.

III. Application Procedures

All applicants should submit:

(a) An application form,

(b) A university transcript,

(c) A copy of the student ID,

(d) A recommendation letter from the applicant’s instructor or advisor
(e) Other relevant materials

The fellowship is open for application in February and August every year.  The actual deadline of each semester is to be announced by Office of Student Affairs.  The decision will be made by the scholarship committee shortly after the deadline. 

IV. Conditions

Recipients of this fellowship should not apply for any other scholarships, except for the Postgraduate Scholarships for Outstanding International Students and Postgraduate Fellowships.
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
