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Part 1:  All major departments/ college departments shall be in accordance with the Advanced Standing Policies.
Part 2:  The following is a list of qualified students who are eligible to apply for advanced standing units: 

1. Major Transfer Students


2. College/ University Transfer Students


3. Re-examinee (Placement Examination) Students
4. Students with the authorization to enroll in regular curriculum courses in an open entry basis with their academic achievements not taken into account for entry to degree program and wish to apply the unit toward a degree later in the future are qualified to apply for advanced standing units.
5. Students with the completion in their professional degree and/ or certificate at Junior College/ Institute with official document of course completions are qualified to apply for advanced standing units. However, students who have completed their professional degree and/ or certificate at Vocational Institute, their first to third year academic standards are equivalent to Senior High School and Vocational high school. Their academic courses are not taken toward the account of advanced standing.
6. Students who have obtained prior learning in graduate studies of master and doctoral degree with a grade point of seventy (70) or higher and an official document of the their minimum required academic units not taken toward graduation are eligible to apply for advanced standing units. 
Part 3:  The following policies of Advanced Standing Units and class enrollment/ placement are applicable for students with criteria as stated in Part 2:
1. Major transfer students who enrolled or placed in the second academic year: the total number of the advanced standing units shall not exceed the required academic units earned for the first academic year of the prospective major department; major transfer students who enrolled or placed in the third academic year: the total number of the advanced standing units shall not exceed the required academic units earned for the first and second academic year of the prospective major department. Major transfer students who enrolled or placed in the third academic year with approved advanced standing units must follow the required units enrollment and grade points for graduating in prospective major department within the designated academic years (excluding the extended academic program year). Major transfer students who do not achieve these requirements will be demoted to the second academic year. Major transfer students with demoted academic year: the total number of the advanced standing units shall not exceed the required units earned for the first, second or first, second, third academic year of the prospective major department, if applicable.
2. Newly- admitted students who were re- examinee (including Junior College graduated students) in undergraduate and graduate programs pursuing Baccalaureate, Master or Doctoral degree and have acquired their admission status must file for advanced standing petition for courses/ academic units that were enrolled and completed with passing grade points. Those students are required to pursue academic studies for a minimum of one additional academic year based on the semester unit enrollment limitation policies for graduation.
Undergraduate students who acquired minimum of forty (40) academic units shall enroll in the second academic  year; Undergraduate students who acquired minimum of eight (80) academic units shall enroll in the third academic year; undergraduate students who acquired minimum of one- hundred (100) academic units shall enroll in the fourth academic year; students who have completed their professional degree and / or certificate at Vocational Institute or two- years Junior College are only permitted to enroll in the third academic year or below. Withdrawal students are only permitted to enroll in the formerly- enrolled academic year.
  The total number of advanced standing units earned by the graduate students is determined and established by the corresponding major department/ college department. The academic units from the accredit course/ course are eligible for the advanced standing in the required graduating academic units (excluding units earned by thesis advisor) maximum of fifty (50) percent. The corresponding major department/ college department shall have specific, strictly-defined rules and regulations. 
  Graduate students who have granted a minimum of twelve (12) advanced standing units or fifty (50) percent of advanced standing units related to the required master- degree seeking core courses of the corresponding major department/ college department aiming graduation shall enroll in the second academic year of master- degree program.
3. College/ university transfer students shall follow the policies of Advanced Standing Units as stated in Part 3.1 and part 3.2; under special circumstances, procedure shall be in accordance with the established rules and regulations.
Part 4:  To qualify for advanced standing, students must meet the following criteria:

1. The required core course units (including all General Education subjects)

2. Elective course units (including any related courses)
3. Minor units (including the exchange of major and/ or minor students with the academic transfer from major department and college/ university.)   
4. Dual major (degree) units
5. Education Credential Program Units
Part 5:  To qualify for advanced standing, students must accord with the following evaluation policy principles:
1. Courses in which there is an equivalent in course name and description.  
2. Courses in which there is an equivalent in course description, but a difference in course name.
3. Courses in which there is a difference in course name and description, but a similarity in course content.
Part 6:  Rules and regulations for inequivalent academic unit reassign:
1. Reassign academic units being weighed more to units being weighed less: Once the approval of advanced standing units is granted, academic units shall then be recorded with the one weighed less.
2. Reassign academic units being weighed less to units being weighed more: Students shall make up the missing required academic units. Students who do not complete the missing required academic units shall not have the advanced standing units granted.
Part 7:  Expiry and procedures for the application of advanced standing:

1. Expiry in application: Newly admitted students (including college/ university transfer students) and major / college department transfer students are required to request for Validation of Advanced Standing within two months after the semester enrollment registration deadlines (in accordance with the provided university calendar). Applicant who delays filing an application will be automatically relinquished from advanced standing. No credit shall be granted. 
2. Procedures in application: To secure units for any transfer courses, students are required to obtain the Application of Advanced Standing Form from the Registration Section of Administration Office. Students must complete, validate, and submit the application form along with the official transcript of formerly- enrolled college/ university, and to provide all the appropriate transfer documents and/ or certificate showing courses attended to all major and college departments within the semester enrollment registration deadline. Under special circumstances, admission interview may be necessary to ensure their adequacy and to determine their qualification of the advanced standing. The qualified courses for advanced standing after the admission interview have been made are required to be validated and requested within two months after the semester enrollment registration deadline (in accordance with the provided university calendar).    

Part 8:  Regardless to the number of advanced standing units approved, all enrolled academic units per semester shall meet the criteria on the minimum units- enrolling requirement per semester as per established policies.
Part 9:  The verification and review process of the advanced standing units related to the General Education subjects are conducted by the General Education Committee; the verification and review process of the advanced standing units related to the major core subjects are conducted by the Committee of the corresponding major department; the verification and review process of the advanced standing units related to the Physical Education subjects and Military Training are conducted by the Physical Education department and Military Training department, respectively.  All approval will be granted by the Registration Section of Administration Office.  The verification, review, and approval process of the advanced standing units for major transfer students, college/ university transfer students who previously enrolled, completed and received passing grade point in the core courses, professional program, Military Training and Physical Education in National Cheng Kung University are conducted by the corresponding major department.
Part 10: Advanced standing registration shall be accordance with the following criteria:
1. Major transfer students who enrolled and completed the required courses in the formerly- enrolled major department, and received approval for the advanced standing units shall have the corresponding academic year indicated as “Advanced Standing Units Approval” in the academic registry.
2. College/ university transfer students shall have the approved advanced standing units (excluding the actual grade point) recorded in the grade point section of each academic registry of corresponding academic year prior to the transferring.  College/ university transfer students who enrolled in the second academic year shall have the approved advanced standing units recorded in the first academic year; College/ university transfer students who enrolled in the third academic year shall have the approved advanced standing units recorded in the first and second academic year.
3. Re- examinee or newly- admitted students with the authorization to enroll in regular curriculum courses in an open entry basis with their academic achievements not taken into account for entry to degree program and wish to apply the unit toward a degree later in the future are qualified to apply for advanced standing units shall have the approved advanced standing units registered and recorded in the grade point section of each academic registry of corresponding academic year.
Part 11: Any academic courses and the associated units earned in any of the foreign University approved by Department of Education shall file for advanced standing units in accordance with the policies stated.
Part 12: This Rules and Regulations have yet to be integrated. Student must refer to Rules of University Regulations and Procedures for further information and instruction. 

Part 13: This Rules and Regulations, with any applicable modification, will be executed once the approval is granted.  
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
