Part 1:   Course selection is divided into categories and proceeded as three stages: the enrollment process, the adding and/ or dropping process, and the withdrawing process (Please refer to the National Cheng Kung University Course Selection Guidelines and Process section.).

Part 2:   Students are required to follow the college department assigned academic core curriculums and rules and regulations for course enrollment. Students who meet the requirements are permitted to enroll in course/ courses outside their academic credential program. 

Part 3:   Request petition for withdrawing course/ courses must be made six (6) weeks prior to the final examination. Students withdrawing during this period of the semester are permissible to withdraw from no more than two courses with a total semester units of coursework no less than the minimum required semester units and required to obtain approval from the chairperson of the department of the class before submitting the petition to the Registration Section of Administration Office. Approved withdrawal record will be permanently recorded on the academic registry, including both the Chinese and English version of the documents.

Part 4:    Students should enroll based on the approved course-enrollment slip that are signed and stamped by the major department/ college department and student, and follow as a guideline for enrollment specifications.

Part 5:    All first academic year students are required to enroll in the core courses from their academic credential curriculum. Enrolling in courses outside of their own academic credential program is prohibited. No substitution can be made except those who have granted the college permission.     

Part 6:    Students are prohibited to enroll in courses with overlapping class meeting time. Any course with overlapping schedule will result in a zero point. 

Part 7:    The number of total semester units for undergraduate students are limited to the following: First to third academic year students must enroll in a minimum of sixteen (16) units and a maximum of twenty-five (25) units of coursework each semester. Fourth academic years students must enroll in a minimum of nine (9) units and a maximum of twenty-five (25) units of course work each semester. Prospective graduating students enrolled in five years academic program and seven years academic program must refer to the fourth year of four years academic program rules and regulations; other academic years must be in accordance with the first, second and third academic year rules and regulations. Students with outstanding academic achievement may exceed their maximum number of units of coursework. These qualified students are eligible to enroll in additional of one or two courses. The academic department will determine student eligibility based on the rules and regulations established by the academic department and/ or program. Under special circumstances, students may reduce the number of enrolled units of coursework less then the minimum requirement only with the approval of the Chief Academic Officer. However, students are required to enroll for at least one course.      

Part 8:   Under any one of the following circumstances, morning division students are permitted to enroll the evening university division courses with maximum of six (6) units, or within the upper limit of enrollment requirement per semester per established rules and regulations.   

A.   Minor and dual major students who enrolled in elective courses that are overlapping their core courses class meeting time.

B.    Prospective graduating students who enrolled in courses that are overlapping their class meeting time with the result of poor academic performance 

C.    Prospective graduating students who wish to enroll in a course that is not available in the Morning Division are permitted to enroll in the Evening Division. 

Part 9:    Students must successfully complete the required prerequisite courses before advancing in the curricula based on the rules and regulations established by the academic department and/ or program.
Part 10:  Graduate students pursuing their Master and/ or Doctoral Degree are required to enroll in research and dissertation-related coursework every semester. 

Part 11:  Major transfer students who are at their second academic year or above pursuing minor or dual major must enroll in the courses as per the college department assigned academic core curriculums. Major transfer students, and college/ university transfer students with units earned solely for their dual major or minor on previously- admitted college or university should apply for acceptance of units. Their enrollment and completion of the equivalent course/ courses resulted in units earned during their first academic year does not count toward the minor requirement.  
Part 12:  Major Transfer Students, College/ University Transfer Students, Re-examinee, Re-admission Students and those Open University students who are authorized to enroll in regular academic curriculum courses in an open entry basis with their academic achievements not taken into account for entry to degree program and wish to apply the units toward a degree later in the future are eligible to request for advanced standing units. Students must refer to the Advanced Standing Requirements and University Rules and Regulations and apply via submitting the application form.      

Part 13:  Prospective graduating students who have successfully completed all their required academic core courses are permitted to extend their academic program year for one academic semester to two academic years to continue their dual major courses. Those students who previously have their academic program year extended are permitted to apply for a second extension either one academic semester or one academic year to retake their dual major units.
