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Daytime Division
Chapter 1: 
Overview
Part 1:
National Cheng Kung University General Academic Rules and Regulations are established based on the implemented rules stated in Policies of University, and implemented rules and acts stated in “Award of Academic Degree”.

Part 2: 
Procedures for admission, reservation of admission standing, academic suspension, re- admission, withdrawal, college/ university transfer, major transfer, minor concentration, dual major, verification of grade points, graduation, handling of academic status during aboard study, course enrollment during summer section, course selection and other related information shall be in accordance with the General Academic Rules and Regulation.
Chapter 2:
Admission
Part 3:
Open enrollment starts at the beginning of the academic year. Each major department begins recruit new students of the first academic year in the Baccalaureate Degree Program, or college/ university transfer students of second or third academic year in the Baccalaureate Degree Program under considerable condition. Enrollment procedures for new students or college/ university transfer students are stated in separate citation. Each major department shall recruit Oversea Chinese students and foreign students under considerable condition as per governed regulations. Enrollment procedures for foreign students are stated in separate citation, and submitted to the Ministry of Education for reference and implementation.
Part 3.1:
Students of National Cheng Kung University and foreign university who enroll in transnational dual major shall refer to “Rules and Regulation for implementation of transnational dual major procedures with foreign university”. The procedures are stated in separate citation, and submitted to the Ministry of Education for reference and implementation.
Part 4:
Students who graduated from public senior high school, authorized private senior high school or equivalent academic institute, or obtained academic qualification recognized by the Ministry of Education as per established policies, and passed the Entrance Examination of National Cheng Kung University shall be admitted in the first academic year of Baccalaureate Degree Program in the corresponding Major Department.
Part 5:
Baccalaureate Degree Program of each Major Department shall initiate the examination for college/ university transfer students to recruit college/ university transfer students when there is a vacancy of academic standing. The first academic year or prospective graduating academic years of Major Department Program are not permitted to recruit college/ university transfer students. The procedures for recruiting students are stated in separate citation.

The vacancy stated above does not include the vacancy due to the reservation of academic standing or academic suspension.  After the completion of recruiting the college/ university transfer students, the total number of college/ university transfer students shall not exceed the total number of newly- enrolled students.

College/ university transfer students who wish to apply for entrance examination and its related information shall follow the procedures for recruiting college/ university students.  The procedure are stated in separate citation, and submitted to the Ministry of Education for reference and implementation.

Students who transferred from another college/ university shall file the Advanced Standing Petition as per procedures for filing Advanced Standing Units in National Cheng Kung University. The procedures are stated in separate citation, and submitted to the Ministry of Education for reference and implementation.
Part 6: 
Prospective new students and transfer students must assigned date or otherwise revoke student’s status
Prospective students with following condition(s) are required to apply for reservation of student’s status at the Administration Office prior to the beginning of the registration:
Subpart1: 
Patients who are diagnosed by medial professional(s) in the medial clinic or institute with serious illness and required long-term hospitalization.  
Subpart 2:
Students who are enlisted in the military draft and receive recruiting letter. 
Subpart 3:
Prospective Oversea Chinese and foreign students who can not attend registration due to any personal reason.
Subpart 4:
Prospective students who can not register for the upcoming semester due to exceptional circumstance.
Subpart 5: Prospective students who can not attend class/ classes due to pregnancy, delivery, or nurturing infant or toddler under three (3) years old with related documents.
Student’s status is reserved for prospective students with condition one (1), three (3), and four (4) for maximum of one (1) year period; student’s status is reserved for prospective students with condition 2 until the fulfillment of military service; student’s status is reserved for prospective students with condition five (5) for maximum of three (3) years period.
Part 7:
Students who had presented identification documents during the admission/ registration are found to be, but not limit to, borrowed, infringed, falsified, modified or examination embezzlement shall be investigated.  Students who found to be guilty will be dismissed from university and their academic status will be revoked. Administration Office will notify the parents or legal guardian.  Students who found to be guilty after degree had been awarded will be announced their degree revoked and the Diploma will be confiscated. 
Part 7.1:
National Cheng Kung University shall permanently store and manage academic status of students.

Chapter 3:
Tuition and Fees, Registration, Course(s) Enrollment
Part 8: 
At the beginning of the academic semester, students must obey the following regulations and rules on Tuition and Fees, Registration, Course(s) Enrollment:
Subpart 1: Tuition and Fees, Registration: Students must pay fees on or before the assigned due date.  Students are considered officially registered when fees are paid.  Students who do not pay fees on or before the assigned due date are not considered officially registered and may be asked to withdraw from school, unless under exceptional circumstance or written agreement.  Students must pay tuition on or before the assigned due date after the add/ drop deadline.  Students who do not pay tuition in full by the end of the academic semester are not permitted to register for the next academic semester; prospective graduating students who do not pay tuition in full by the end of the academic semester do not receive the academic diploma.                                                      

Subpart 2: Course Enrollment: As per Courses Schedule of assigned College designed by Academic Information Team of the Registration Section of Administration Office, students must obey the following regulations and rules and enroll course/ courses on or before the assigned date.  Students who do not enroll course/ courses on or before the assigned date are asked to withdraw from school.
A. Students must perform the course enrollment process as per Course Selection Notes.  The students’ Course Selection Notes and Course Selection Reminder are stated in separate citation.
B. First to third academic year students must enroll in minimum of sixteen (16) academic units and maximum of twenty- five (25) academic units of coursework each semester. Fourth academic year students must enroll in minimum of nine (9) academic units and maximum of twenty- five (25) academic units of course work each semester. Prospective graduating students in five years academic program and seven years academic program shall refer to the fourth year of four years academic program policies and regulations. Other academic year shall be in accordance with the first, second and third year policies and regulations. Students with outstanding academic achievement may exceed their maximum number of academic units of coursework. These qualified students are eligible to enroll in additional of one or two courses. The academic department will determine student eligibility based on the policies and regulations established by the academic department and/ or program. Under special circumstances, students may reduce the number of enrolled academic units of coursework less than the minimum requirement only with the approval of the Chief Academic Officer. However, students are required to enroll for at least one course.  
C. Students of each major concentration within the College of Medicine who must postpone their practical training/ residency program for a year due to exceptional condition shall be exempted from the Part 8 Subpart 2.B “enroll within minimum of nine (9) academic units” when selecting courses for the academic semester of the corresponding graduating academic year.  Students must present the enrollment of more than nine (9) academic units in the corresponding academic year to qualify for the exemption mentioned above.
Subpart A: Students who enroll in the five years program or eight years program of the major concentration within the College of Medicine as mentioned above
Subpart B: Students who earn more than nine (9) academic units
Subpart C: Students who participate in residency program in the hospital or practical training program outside of university and do not attend courses in the academic semester.
D.
Students who enrolled with fewer than nine (9) academic units in the academic semester are not subject to the limitation set as per the Part 21 Subpart 2,3 Rules and Regulations of Withdrawal in General Academic Rules and Regulations. Any academic unit/ units acquired in the academic program of physical education or military training (nursing) shall be combined and calculated into the accumulative academic units of the corresponding semester.
E. 
Any repeat course/ courses or make- up course/ courses shall be selected and enrolled as priority. Course/ courses that was enrolled and completed with satisfactory grade points shall not be repeated. Courses with overlapping schedule shall not be selected and such courses will be given as grade point zero (0).
F. 
Students who wish to withdraw from the currently- enrolled course/ courses shall apply for course withdrawal six (6) weeks prior to the final examination in the corresponding academic semester. Students shall not withdraw more than two (2) courses. Academic units earned after course withdrawal shall not be less than the minimum academic units requirement for the academic semester.  The course withdrawal application will be submitted to the Dean of the major/ college department for approval and to the Registration Section of Administration Office for filing. Course/ Courses that are withdrawn and the withdrawal record will be recorded in the Chinese and English academic registry.
G: 
Students who are qualified for morning and evening program, course selection in the multiple universities, and summer program shall select course/ courses in the morning and evening program, or in the multiple universities as per Procedures of courses selection in the morning and evening program, in the multiple universities, and summer program. The procedures are stated in separate citation, and submitted to the Ministry of Education for reference and implementation.
H: 
Students are permitted to select course/ courses in National Cheng Kung University or in the multiple universities in which they are implemented by distance learning. Such academic units shall be accordance to the General Academic Rules and Regulations.
Chapter 4: 
Excused Absence, Unexcused Absence
Part 9: 
Excused Absence is defined as a condition in which students give the notice prior to any anticipated absence and within a reasonable amount of time after an unanticipated absence. Unexcused Absence is defined as a condition in which students are absent without legitimate reason. 
Part 10: One hour of Unexcused Absence results in reduction of one (1) point from such course grade. Three hour of Excused Absence results in reduction of one (1) point from such course grade. Any Excused Absence due to personal, illness with certificate or note approved by medical professional(s), maternity absence due to pregnancy, delivery, or nurture of infants or toddlers under three (3) years old does not result in any reduction in the student’s course grade.
Part 11: Student, who is an Excused Absentee with legitimate reason, must not be absent from school for longer than one- third of the semester, with the exception from the specialist’s approval. Excused Absence of longer than one- third of the course in a semester will be investigated by the Administration Office and reduction of student’s course grade will be taken place.
Part 12: Unexcused Absence of longer than one- ninth of the particular course in a semester will be investigated and announced by the Administration Office prior to the Final Exam, and reduction of student’s course grade will be taken place.  Students with Unexcused Absence of total of forty- five (45) hours or more will be dismissed from the University.
Chapter 5: 
College/ University Transfer, Major Transfer, Minor Concentration, Dual Major
Part 13:
Students who apply for college/ university transfer due to legitimate reason shall obtain agreement signed by the parents or legal guardian. Students shall receive Certificate of Enrollment once the withdrawal process is completed and approved. Students whose admission information have not been verified and wish to apply for college/ university transfer would not receive Certificate of Enrollment.  Students who receive Certificate of Enrollment are not permitted to return to National Cheng Kung University for pursuing education.
Part 14: Rules and Regulations for Major Transfer Students:
Subpart 1: Students who are currently enrolling Baccalaureate Degree Program in any major department are eligible to apply for major transfer prior to the beginning of their second academic year. Students who wish to apply for major transfer prior to the beginning to their third academic year may either transfer to a closely related third year academic major program or a non-related second year academic major program to continue their studies. Under special circumstances, students who wish to apply for major transfer prior to the beginning of their fourth academic year may qualify to transfer to a closely related third year academic major program or third year academic minor concentration to continue their studies.  Students who are currently enrolling Advanced Degree Program may qualify to transfer to a closely related academic major program or academic minor program, and the appropriate academic year’s placement will be determined based on the acquired subjects/ courses and the academic units. 


Closely related major is defined as the major that students are capable to acquire the required courses and academic units within the designated academic years after transferring (excluding the extended academic program due to unsatisfactory grade). Any major do not meet the above criteria is considered as non- closely related major, and students shall be placed with lower academic year. Students who receive lower academic year’s placement shall repeat the academic programs of both major departments, and the corresponding academic year does not count toward the maximum academic program of the transferred major department.


As per the above stated, students who wish to apply for major transfer and enroll in third academic year shall file for Advanced Standing Petition for minimum of forty (40) academic units. Students who are currently enrolling Baccalaureate Degree Program shall not transfer to evening division of Baccalaureate Degree Program, and vice versa.
Subpart 2: Procedures for students seeking for Major Transfer are stated in separate citation, and submitted to the Ministry of Education for reference and implementation.
Part 15: Rules and Regulations for students seeking in minor concentration or dual major:
Subpart 1: Students shall grant approval from home university and contracted university to select any minor concentration from minor program offered by the Major Department of National Cheng Kung University or contracted university.  Students are permitted to select maximum of one (1) minor concentration. Students who select dual major from major program offered by the Major Department of National Cheng Kung University or contracted university are permitted to select one major from either university.
Subpart 2: Procedures for students seeking in minor concentration or dual major are stated in separate citation, and submitted to the Ministry of Education for reference and implementation.
Chapter 6: 
Suspension, Re- admission, Withdrawal, Dismissal, and Appeal
Part 16: Rules and Regulations of Academic Suspension:
Subpart 1: Students may apply for one- time academic suspension for one semester, one academic year or two academic years with parents or guardian’s written approval for any reason.  Academic suspension is limited to two (2) years maximum. Extension of academic suspension may be filed due to serious illness certified by medial professional(s) in the medial clinic or institute. With specialist’s verification and the Dean’s approval, academic suspension will be extended with maximum of two (2) additional years granted. Newly admitted students and transfer students are required to complete the registration in the first semester prior filing academic suspension.
Subpart 2: Students who are enlisted in the military draft during the academic suspension are required to provide a copy of recruiting document or Temporary Militant Identification Certificate to apply for extended academic suspension until the military service is fulfilled. The time period during the military draft does not count toward the accumulated suspension time. Students who apply academic suspension due to maternity are required to provide certificate from any medical clinic of National health Insurance or hospital. Students may be allowed to apply for maximum of two academic semesters, and it does not count toward the limitation of the academic suspension. Students who apply academic suspension due to nurturing toddlers under three (3) years old are required to provide documents. Students may be allowed to apply for maximum of two academic semesters, and it does not count toward the limitation of the academic suspension.
Subpart 3: Prospective graduating students who do not fully complete required course/ courses and the academic unit/ units and repeat or made up such course/ courses and the academic unit/ units during the second academic year in the extended academic program shall be exempt from registration in the first academic semester and apply for academic suspension. Such academic suspension shall be exempt from the limitation of academic suspension. Students shall enroll minimum of one (1) course/ subject.
Subpart 4: Students who enroll in seven years program (including residency) in College of Medicine, and completed four years academic program and earned minimum of one hundred twenty- eight (128) academic units, and researchers who are examined as per “Standard for academic equivalency examination for college/ university” and enrolled in the graduate program shall apply for academic suspension in the College of Medicine. Students who apply for academic suspension during their Master Degree Program shall be limited to maximum of two (2) academic years. Students who wish to extend the academic suspension during their Advancement in Doctoral Degree Program shall be limited to maximum of six (6) academic years. Such academic suspension does not count toward the academic program of College of Medicine.
Subpart 5: Students must apply for academic suspension from the beginning of the academic semester until no later than the final exam of the current academic semester in the Registration Section of Administration Office.  Once the applications are reviewed, approved and the procedures are completed, Certificate of Academic Suspension will be issued.
Subpart 6: Students who did not attend the Make- up Exam due to major incident shall bring the appropriate document and receive approval from the Registration Section of Administration Office.  The academic semester in which students miss the final examination shall be considered as academic suspension.  Such academic suspension shall be in accordance to the Rules and Regulation of the limitation of academic suspension.
Subpart 7: Students’ grade points that were earned during the academic semester with granted academic suspension will not be calculated.

Part 17: Rules and Regulations of Academic Re- admission:

Subpart 1:.Students who returned from the academic suspension shall bring the Notification of Re- admission to initiate academic status.  Students shall admit to the academic semester/ academic year that was engaged prior to the academic suspension of formerly- enrolled major department/ college department.
Subpart 2: Students who granted academic suspension and implemented during the academic semester or prior to the final examination of the academic semester shall enroll in the same academic year or academic semester when returning from academic suspension. Counseling service for the major selection will be provided when the formerly- enrolled major department is modified or no longer existed.
Part 18: Rules and Regulations of Withdrawal, Dismissal (Academic Standing Revoke) and Appeal:
Subpart 1: Parents or the legal guardians will be notified to process withdrawal procedures for students who are asked to withdraw from the University due to one of the following conditions:
A. 
Students who voluntarily withdraw due to legitimate reason and granted agreement from the parents or legal guardian.
B. 
Students who failed to receive approval to admit or transfer to National Cheng Kung University due to disqualification.
C. 
Students who have not registered by the assigned deadline or who have not returned from academic suspension.
D. 
Students who failed the conduct grade point or committed major mistake and ordered for dismissal by the Committee of Student Reward and Penalty with the principal’s approval.
E. 
Students who did not fully completed the required course/ courses and academic unit/ units within the designated academic timeframe.
F. 
Students who are ordered for dismissal as per the General Academic Rules and Regulations.
Subpart 2: Students with one of the following conditions shall be ordered for dismissal (Academic Standing Revoke):
A. 
Students with condition of Part 7 of the General Academic Rules and Regulations.
B. 
Students who committed major mistake and ordered for dismissal by the Committee of Student Reward and Penalty with the principal’s approval.

Subpart 3: Students who are asked to withdraw from the University (excluding students with conditions stated in Part 18 Subpart 1. A. B) and have their admission qualification verified shall apply for the Certificate of Enrollment.  Parents or the legal guardians will be notified when the students are ordered for dismissal (Academic Standing Revoke). Certificate of Enrollment will not be issued and given. Exclusion for participating in any Entrance Examination for new students or transfer students will be granted.
Subpart 4: Students who object to the disciplinary action as per the General Academic Rules and Regulations Part 18 Subpart 1 and 2 shall address the appeal to the Grievance Committee after the announcement. It shall be addressed within the designated timeframe.  Rules of Regulations on the handling of Academic Standing and grade point for students during the appeal, lawsuit, and administrative appeal are as followed:
A. 
Implementation of the disciplinary action shall not be ceased due to the appeal before the decision has been made. Students who file appeal as per University policies shall continue their studies. Handling of the Academic Standing during the appeal shall be followed as per Rules and Regulations for currently- enrolled students, with the exception of issuing the Diploma.
B. 
If the outcome of the appeal affirms the original judgment (disciplinary action), the academic unit/ units and the grade points earned during the appeal will not be recognized and counted, and the tuition will be refunded. The date recorded on the Certificate of Enrollment will be determined based on the date of disciplinary action granted. Students who can not return from the disciplinary action at the appointed academic semester due to exceptional circumstance shall seek assistance on re- admission and apply for academic suspension at the maximum of one (1) academic semester during the absence prior to the re- admission.
C. 
Students who had addressed the appeal but not accepted by the university shall file lawsuit and administrative appeal as per policy stated. Senior management or Administrative Court who determine and announce the original judgment as violation or inappropriateness shall choose another disciplinary action. Students who can not return from the disciplinary action at the appointed academic semester due to exceptional circumstance shall seek assistance on re- admission and apply for academic suspension at the maximum of one (1) academic semester during the absence prior to the re- admission.
Part 18.1: 
Tuition refund for students who granted academic suspension or withdrawal shall refer to “Key points of tuition refund for college/ university students who granted academic suspension or withdrawal”.
Chapter 7:
Examination, Grade, Make- up Exam, Course Repeating
Part 19: Students are required to take the following tests or examinations besides the College Entrance Examination throughout the academic years: 
1. 
Pop Quiz: a quiz given by the instructor during the class without prior warning
2. 
Midterm Exam: an examination given by the instructor during the semester.
3. 
Final Exam: an examination given by the instructor at the end of semester.
All of the written examination taken in the school, including College Entrance Examination and any Pop Quiz/ Midterm Exam/ Final Exam, are filed and stored for a period of one year.
Part 20: Academic registry of Bachelor Degree- seeking, undergraduate students is consisted of two categories: academic (including practical training/ residency) grade point and conduct grade point.  Each of the categories is graded by percentage.  One- hundred percent (100%) is considered as full point, and sixty percent (60%) is considered as passing point.  Conduct, physical education, military training (nursing), and service learning are exempt from the above grading calculation, and their calculating procedures are stated in separate citation. Grade points of all subjects/ courses in each academic semester are calculated based on Pop Quiz, Mideterm Exam and Final Exam and class participation observed by the instructors. All grade points are recorded in the academic registry of each semester and submitted to the Registration Section of Administration Office.  Information related to the students’ grade are permanently filed. The hard copy of the academic transcript is filed and stored for ten (10) years.
Subpart 1: Semester Grade Point Average is computed as followed:
A. 
Grade point is computed by multiplying the course unit(s) earned with the course grade earned.
B. 
Semester Grade Point Average is computed by dividing the sum of all grade point by the total of units earned in the semester.
C. 
Semester Grade Point Average does not include any summer course and failing grade.

Subpart 2: Calculation of graduating grade points: Accumulated Semester Grade Point Average divided by Accumulated Semester Academic Units
Subpart 3: Grades are reported by the symbols indicated in the following table:
Grade A: ninety (90) to one- hundred (100) points
Grade B: eighty (80) to below ninety (90) points
Grade C: seventy (70) to below eighty (80) points
Grade D: sixty (60) to below seventy (70) points 
Grade F: below sixty (60) points
Subpart 4: Grade below sixty (60) points is considered as failing, and no academic units will be granted.
Subpart 5: Absence of any quiz/ test/ examination without any legitimate reason will be graded as zero (0) point.
Subpart 6: Grade points of each course/ subject will be submitted to the Registration Section of Administration Office and will not be revisable. Error/ errors found due to calculation or missing information shall be in accordance to “Notes for correction of grade points and submission by instructor”. The procedures are stated in separate citation.
Part 21: 
Rules and Regulations for students who fail to meet the grade points requirement:
Subpart 1: Students are not permitted to take the Make- up Exam of the course/ subject receiving unsatisfactory/ failing grade points of the academic semester. Students shall repeat the required core course/ courses.
Subpart 2: Students shall be asked for withdrawal with the following conditions: 
A. 
The academic units of enrolled course/ courses or subject/ subjects that received unsatisfactory/ failing grade points in two academic semesters.
B.
The failing academic units are more than one half of the total academic units earned in the corresponding academic semester.
Subpart 3: Oversea Chinese students, foreign students, Mongolian and Tibetan students who studied aboard and return, Taiwanese aborigine students, children of the foreign institute- appointed employee and students who are qualified as outstanding athletic performance shall be asked to withdrawal with the following conditions:
A. The failing academic units are more than two third of the total academic units earned in the corresponding academic semester.
B. The failing academic units are more than one half of the total academic units earned in another corresponding academic semester.
Subpart 4: Students with physical/ mental disabilities, students who are classified with special education need due to physical/ mental disabilities by the Committee of Students Evaluation and Assistance for Special Education appointed by County/ City shall not be applied by the rules and regulations of withdrawal due to academic performance.
Part 22: 
Students who can not attend midterm/ final examination due to exceptional circumstance and wish to attend the make- up exam shall be in accordance to the “Procedures of applying excused absence”.  All examinations during the excused absence are considered as absence of examination. Academic Information team in the Registration Section of Administration Office will issue Notification of Make- up Examination. Students shall bring the notification to arrange for make- up exam with the instructor.  Make- up exam due to the illness graded with more than sixty (60) points will be given as sixty (60) points. Make- up exam due to personal reasons, or overlapping examination schedule will be given with the actual grade points. Students who are absence and gained approval due to maternity leave, such as pregnancy, delivery, or nurture of toddlers under three years old shall participate in the make- up exam or be preceded flexibly. The make- up exam grade points will be given with the actual grade points.
Chapter 8: Graduation
Part 23: 
Academic programs of National Cheng Kung University are operated based on the system of academic units with the academic year (academic semester). Baccalaureate Degree Program of all major departments are operated based on the four academic years, except for the seven academic years (including one academic year of residency) in major of Medicine, and the five academic years in major of architecture design team in College of Architecture.
Students who do not fully complete the required courses for the corresponding Major Department within the designated duration shall extend the academic program from one (1) academic semester to two (2) academic years.
Students with dual major and wish to extend the academic program shall be in accordance to the policies.
Students with physical/ mental disabilities, students who are classified with special education need due to physical/ mental disabilities by the Committee of Students Evaluation and Assistance for Special Education appointed by County/ City, or students who are pregnant, ready for delivery, nurturing toddlers under three years old shall extend the academic program due to the physical/ mental conditions and the learning need. The students mentioned above shall extend the academic program with the maximum of four (4) academic years.
Part 24: 
Students of Baccalaureate Degree Program who meet the following standards of “Outstanding Academic Achiever” and fully complete the required core courses/ subjects and the academic units are permitted to graduate one (1) semester or one (1) academic year in advanced with the verification of specialist and the approval from the Dean:
Subpart 1: Students acquired the academic grade point of required graduating courses/ subjects in each academic semester with minimum of eighty (80) points, or the ranking of top ten (10) percent in the academic class of the corresponding Major Department as the result of the accumulative grade points.
Subpart 2: Students acquired the conduct grade point of each academic semester with minimum of eighty (80) points.
Part 25: 
Prospective graduating students who do not fully complete the required course/ courses and the academic unit/ units and wish to repeat or make up such requirements during the second academic semester of the extended academic program shall be exempt from registration in the first academic semester, apply for academic suspension. Students shall select minimum of one (1) course/ subject.
Part 26: 
Students who expect to graduate must meet the following graduation criteria:
Subpart 1: Students who enroll in Baccalaureate Degree Program shall fully complete and earn the required academic units within the designated academic year.  Students who are involved in practical training program shall complete the practical training. Students who fulfill the above applicable requirements and are verified as satisfactory academic achiever will receive Diploma of Bachelor Degree.
Subpart 2: Students shall refer to the criteria of English language proficiency established and adopted by each Major Department as per “Implementation and Procedures for appraisal of English language ability and proficiency” of National Cheng Kung University. The procedures are stated in separate citation.
Subpart 3: Students shall refer to the “Procedure of academic program in service learning” on enrolling service learning curriculum. The procedures are stated in separate citation. 
Part 26.1: 
Prospective graduating students with outstanding academic achievement are permitted to apply for Advancement in Doctoral Degree Program, and its procedures are stated in separate citation. 
Chapter 9: Name Change, Date of Birth
Part 27: 
The accuracy of name and date of birth of prospective new students are based on the information stated on the identification card. Prospective students who are found to have discrepancy between the admission documents and identification card shall be corrected.
Part 28: 
Currently- enrolled students and graduated students who wish to apply for name change and/ or date of birth must provide documents issued from the civil center and inform National Cheng Kung University for modification process. National Cheng Kung University shall annotate the necessary changes (i.e. name change, date of birth) and affix the official seal on the original diploma of graduated students.
Chapter 10: 
Graduate Students
Part 29: Graduate students who wish to apply for the entrance examination to Master Degree Program of National Cheng Kung University must provide the diploma of Bachelor Degree or prove of acquisition of Bachelor Degree. Students who obtain equivalent academic capability and wish to apply for the entrance examination to Master Degree Program must provide documents to demonstrate such proficiency. Graduate students who wish to apply for the entrance examination to Doctoral Degree Program of National Cheng Kung University must provide the diploma of Master Degree or prove of acquisition of Master Degree. Students who obtain equivalent academic capability and wish to apply for the entrance examination to Doctoral Degree Program must provide documents to demonstrate such proficiency.
Part 30: Any information related to academic program, college transfer, grade point audit, and graduation examination of graduate students shall be in accordance to Rules and Regulations of Graduate Students and Graduation Examination of National Cheng Kung University. Details of the Chapter and its rules shall be informed to Ministry of Education and implemented.
Part 29: Graduate students shall refer any information related to the application of examination, admission, registration, reservation of admission standing, suspension, re- admission, name change, date of birth, violation of rules and regulations of National Cheng Kung University and its handling, appeal, and graduation and its qualification to the details stated in this General Rules and Regulations.
Chapter 11: 
Travel Aboard
Part 32: The handling of academic program and the academic standing for students who travel aboard (including People Republic of China) during the academic period shall refer to the following rules and regulations:
Subpart 1: Rules and Regulations are applicable for the following students:
A. Students who are nominated and appointed by the Ministry of Education, or agreed and approved by National Cheng Kung University to travel abroad for advanced education, research, training, practical training, performance, competition.\
B. Students who are agreed and approved by National Cheng Kung University to travel aboard during the winter/ summer holidays for research in major related studies, collection of research data in foreign language or in thesis- related topics and studies.
C. Students who are involved in the exchange study program with the foreign college/ university agreed and contracted with National Cheng Kung University or visit the foreign sister college/ university during the winter/ summer holidays.
D. Students who are agreed and approved by National Cheng Kung University to travel aboard in participation of thesis/ dissertation presentation in the international conference, academic research conference, or athletic match.
E. Participants who are nominated by legally- registered cultural and educational institute, or arts organization and agreed by Ministry of Education in advance to travel aboard for attending important cultural, educational, or athletic activities. 
F. Other participants who reported to National Cheng Kung University and approved by Ministry of Education.
Subpart 2: Foreign college/university which applies for aboard traveling in the purpose of advanced education, research, research in major related studies, foreign language, research in thesis- related topics and studies shall be recognized by Ministry of Education.
Subpart 3: Travel aboard shall not be interfered with the academic program; students who travel aboard for advanced education and research are permitted for maximum of one (1) year. Students who travel abroad for other purposes are permitted for maximum of three (3) months, or determined based on the actual needs.
Subpart 4: Students who study aboard for advanced education, research, research in major related studies, foreign language, exchange study, or research in thesis- related topics and studies as per Part 32 subpart 1.A.B.C shall not be necessary to apply for academic suspension. Course/ courses or subject/ subject and the academic unit/ units earned by the students during the aboard studying will be recognized and counted toward the academic program, with the conversion of eighteen (18) hours of course attending is equivalent to one (1) academic unit. Students who study abroad are permitted for maximum of one (1) year and such duration will be counted toward the academic program
Subpart 5: Students who do not apply for academic suspension and travel aboard shall continue to register and pay tuition and fee (except the winter/ summer holidays), unless otherwise stated as per contract or under exceptional condition with approval from specialist. Students who travel aboard for one (1) academic semester or one (1) academic year shall not enroll and select course/ courses.  Students who do not qualify with the above condition shall register and select course/ courses.  Students who are not present during the enrollment period shall appoint designee to enroll and select course/ courses; students who are not present during the final examination shall return to take the make- up exam.
Subpart 6: Course/ courses or subject/ subject and the academic unit/ units earned by the students who are approved to pursue transnational dual major with the contracted university during the aboard studying will be recognized and counted toward the academic program. Students who study abroad for transnational dual major are permitted for maximum of two (2) years, and such duration will be counted toward the academic program.
Subpart 7: Male students who travel aboard for military service shall be in accordance to the Procedures for male students of traveling aboard in participate of military service per Ministry of the Interior and its policies.
Subpart 8: The operating procedures for applying travel board, information of fees and application, and any remark/ note shall be in accordance to the Procedures for students of traveling aboard in participation of academic/ athletic activities.
