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Chapter 1:
Overview
Part 1: 
National Cheng Kung University values an academic environment that facilitates intellectual growth through education and prepares students to fulfill productive destinies in the development of Nation of Taiwan. Therefore, the university has established major department/ college department based on the Policies of University and its procedure to educate professionals. This Graduate Students Chapters is established based on the implemented rule stated in the “Rules and Regulations of Award of Academic Degree”, “Procedures of Award of Academic Degree”, “Rules and Regulation of Graduate Program of Master Degree and Doctoral Degree” and “Rules and Regulations of National Cheng Kung University” Part 30. 
Part 2: 
The procedures of admission, registration, course/ courses enrollment, duration of academic program year, academic unit/ units, academic grade point, major department/ college department transfer, withdrawal, graduating, award of academic degree and other related information for graduate students of Master Degree Program and Doctoral Degree Program shall be in accordance with the Graduate Student Chapter. 
Chapter 2: Admission
Part 3: 
Students who have obtained a baccalaureate degree or equivalent from any accredited public/ private university and/ or foreign college/ university/ institution and successfully completed and acquired a passing grade on the Master Degree Program entrance examination are permitted to enroll in the Master Degree Program. Graduating students and prospective graduating students who have obtained a passing grade on the Preliminary Examination from the publicly established procedures of home university and university outside of Nation Cheng Kung University are permitted to enroll in the Master Degree Program. 
Part 4: 
Students with Master Degree or equivalent who graduated from public college/ university, authorized private college/ university, or oversea accredited university recognized by the Ministry of Education as per established policies and passed the Entrance Examination of National Cheng Kung University shall be admitted in the Doctoral Degree Program. Prospective graduating students of Baccalaureate Degree Program and Graduate students of Master Degree Program, or students who qualified for the Direct Transfer of Doctoral Program are eligible to apply for the Direct Transfer of Doctoral Degree Program. The applications of Direct Transfer of Doctoral Program are stated in separate citation. 
Part 5: 
Foreign graduate students who qualified with condition three (3) and four (4) listed on the Graduate Students Chapter with the approved evaluation from National Cheng Kung University and obtained a passing grade from the preliminary examining are permitted to register for the Master Degree Program and Doctoral Degree Program.
Foreign graduate students who did not report to the home university more than one- third (1/3) of a semester are prohibited to register. Graduate students who have obtained approval from the chairperson/ director of their major department/ college department and the Ministry of Education are permitted to register for the second semester.     

Part 6: 
Open enrollment for Master Degree Program and Doctoral Degree Program are to be reviewed and evaluated by a group of enrollment committees consists of the Principal of National Cheng Kung University, the Chief Academic Officer, the Deans of every college division, the Chairperson of every major department/ college department, and the Principal of National Cheng Kung University will serve as the Chairperson of the enrollment committees. Every major department and college department shall conduct an additional group of enrollment committees. The enrollment committees shall carry out justice, equity and publicly as the principle guidelines for the recruitment. The Rules and Regulations of Student Recruitment are stated in separate citation. 
Part 7: 
The Enrollment Committee of every major department/ college department must consist of minimum of five (5) members. The committee shall be conducted by the Chairperson of the major department/ college department and Assistant Professor with official approval from the Dean of College Division and the Principal of National Cheng Kung University.  
Part 8: 
Prospective graduate students of Master Degree Program are required to complete a written Comprehensive Entrance Examination. Note that admission interview is required if necessary. The written comprehensive subject (s) / course (s) and the percentage obtained from the admission interview and the grade point for the written comprehensive exam are to be determined by the enrollment committees. 
The preliminary examinations of Master Degree Program consist of written comprehensive exam, admission interview, evaluation, and other applicable procedures. The percentage ratio of the preliminary examinations grade point is determined by the major department/ college department, and to be listed on the enrollment procedures. 
The percentage ratio of the entrance examination of Doctoral Degree Program, examination subject(s)/ course(s) and all related subject (s)/ course(s) is to be determined by the major department/ college department and the enrollment committees, and to be listed on the enrollment procedures. The written comprehensive exam, admission interview, evaluation and other applicable procedures must follow the Rules and Regulations of Students admitting in Doctoral Degree Program in National Cheng Kung University.
Part 9: 
After the overall grade points of the preliminary entrance examination are calculated, the enrollment committees gathered by the Chairperson of every major department/ college department will make a list of recommendation of the qualified students. The qualified student’s name will be listed on the enrollment list and the related information. The recommendation list will be forwarded to the enrollment committees of Doctoral Degree Program. Once the recommendation list is reviewed and approved, students will be admitted to the program.  The applications of Rules and Regulations of Students admitting in Doctoral Degree Program in National Cheng Kung University are stated in separate citation.
Chapter 3:
Registration and Course(s) Enrollment
Part 10: 
Graduate students who have registered shall be appointed with the assigned professor who was approved by the Dean of the major/ college department, and shall be in accordance to the course curriculum established by the rules from each major/ college department.  Graduate students shall refer to the course curriculum to enroll and select courses.  Their required curriculum and thesis shall be directed by the assigned professor and approved by the Dean of the major/ college department. 

Part 11: 
Graduate students who wish to withdraw course/ courses must be in accordance with the National Cheng Kung University Rules and Regulation before the deadline, approved by the Chairperson of major department/ college department and course/ courses instructor/ instructors. Once approval is granted, students are permitted to file a petition to withdraw at the Registration Section of Administration Office.
Chapter 4: Duration of Academic Degree Program Year, Academic Unit (s), Academic grade Point, Major Department/ College Department Transfer
Part 12: 
Graduate students of Mater Degree Program must complete their academic degree program study with minimum of one (1) year and no more than four (4) years.  

Graduate students of Doctoral Degree Program must complete their academic degree program study with minimum of two (2) years and no more than seven (7) years. 

Exceptional Students who transfer directly into Doctoral Degree Program must complete their academic degree program with minimum of three (3) years and no more than seven (7) years. 
Part time graduate students of Master Degree Program and Doctoral Degree Program who did not successfully complete their required course/ courses and their thesis paper within their designated academic program year are permitted to extend for one (1) year. 
The determination of part time students status, their status are to be determine based on the registration of the Doctoral Degree Program Entrance Examination
Part 13: 
Graduate students of Master Degree Program are required to complete at least twenty- four (24) academic units. Graduate students of Doctoral Degree Program are required to complete at least eighteen (18) academic units. Exceptional Students who transfer directly into Doctoral Degree Program are required to complete at least thirty (30) academic units. Master thesis paper (six (6) academic units) and Doctoral Dissertation weights (twelve (12) academic units) are to be calculated separately. 
Part 14: 
Academic registry of Master Degree and Doctoral Degree- seeking, graduate students are consist of two categories: Grade points of all subjects/ courses in each academic semester are calculated as per the Rules and Regulation of Bachelor Academic Program. The Master Thesis exam and Doctoral Dissertation exam are to be calculated as per the one- hundred (100) point scale. One- hundred percent (100%) is considered as full point, and seventy percent (70%) is considered as passing point. Grade below seventy percent (70%), their academic units will not be granted. Students are not permitted to take the Make- up Exam of the course (s)/ subject (s) receiving unsatisfactory/ failing grade points of the academic semester. Students shall repeat the required core course/ course. 
The academic grade points of the Educational Program course/ courses are to be calculated as per the one- hundred (100) point scale. Sixty percent (60%) and/ or above is considered as a passing point. Students are not permitted to take the Make- up Exam of the course (s)/ subject (s) receiving failing grade points of the academic semester. 
Graduate students who enroll in Undergraduate Program course/ courses or Educational Program course/ courses, the academic unit/ units and the academic grade points do not count and compute toward the Semester Grade Point Average and Semester Academic Units, and Graduating Grade Point Average and Graduating Semester Academic Units.    
          
Subpart 1: Semester Grade Point Average is computed as followed:
A. 
Grade point is computed by multiplying the course unit(s) earned with the course grade earned.
B. 
Semester Grade Point Average is computed by dividing the sum of all grade point by the total of units earned in the semester.

C. 
Semester Grade Point Average does not include any summer course and failing grade.
Subpart 2: Calculation of graduating grade points:
Accumulated Semester Grade Point Average divided by Accumulated Semester Academic Units

Part 15:
Unless under special circumstances, graduate students shall receive permission of the Dean of both the formerly- enrolled major/ college department and the prospectively- enrolled major/ college department, received acceptance of application in the Registration of Administrative Office and received approval from the principal for major/ college transfer. Graduate students who do not obtain any one of the above approval will not be permitted for major/ college transfer. Graduate students shall apply for the major/ college transfer at the beginning of the second academic years with a maximum of one (1) time. Graduate students do not permitted to transfer to their original- enrolled major/ college department once the approval is granted.
Chapter 5: Withdrawal
 
Part 16: 
Graduate Students under these circumstances are to be withdrawal from college/ university:

Subpart 1: Students who did not successfully complete their required academic course/ courses and/ or unit/ units within the designated academic program year.  

Subpart 2: Students who did not complete the required number of Preliminary Qualification Examination of Doctoral Degree Candidate given by their major department/ college department within the designated year

Subpart 3: Students who did not successfully obtain a passing grade from the Graduation Examination of first attempt and second attempt. 

Subpart 4: Students who have yet register and reapply after they have placed on suspension before the deadline. 

Subpart 5: Students who did not obtain a passing grade on their student of conduct. 

Subpart 6: Students who did not meet the minimum requirement for admission.

Subpart 7: Students who found to be plagiarized or embezzled in any thesis paper, creative work, presentation, written report, or technical report. 
As per the Rules and Regulations of Student Reward and Penalty, graduate students who violated the University Policies or other criminal laws are order for dismissal or disciplinary action.
Chapter 6: Graduating and Award of Academic Degree
Part 17: 
Graduate students who are qualified from the following criteria are permitted to graduate:

Subpart 1: Students who did not successfully complete their required course/ courses and/ or unit/ units within a designated academic program year. 

Subpart 2: As per Rules and Regulations of Graduation Examination, students who are verified as a satisfactory achiever on the Graduation Examination. 
The Rules and Regulations of Graduation Examination are stated in separate citation. Details of the Chapter and its rules shall be informed to Ministry of Education.
Part 18: 
In terms of conditions listed for graduate students of Master Degree Program and Doctoral Degree Program, Master Degree Graduation Examination and Doctoral Degree Graduation Examination are required to be validated, reviewed and approved by a group of Graduation Examination Committee. Prospective graduate students who passed the Graduation Examination will receive Diploma of Master Degree/ Doctoral Degree and award of Academic Degree. 
Chapter 7: Supplementary Provision

Part 19: 
This Graduate Students Chapter is subject to students who are not limit to specific requirement.  
Part 20: 
This Graduate Students Chapter, with any applicable modification, will be executed once the approval is granted.
