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Part 1: 
National Cheng Kung University values an academic environment that facilitates intellectual growth through education and prepares students to fulfill productive destinies in the workplace. Therefore, the university academic rules and regulations are established based on Policies of University Part 28 and its procedure Part 25 “Award of Academic Degree” Subpart 4, and Rules and Regulations of National Cheng Kung University.

Part 2: 

Students may apply dual major from the second academic year until no later than the registration deadline of the second academic semester of the last academic year / anticipated graduating year (excluding students who have granted extension on the academic program). The Dual Major Program is limited to one (1) additional major enrollment, and student is prohibited from enrolling in Minor Concentration.  College/ university transfer students are permitted to apply dual major after completion of the first academic year.

Part 3:
Students who apply dual major must obtain the approval from Dean of both Major Department/ College Department, and submit to the Registration Section of Administration Office for verification.

Part 4: 
Dual major students shall complete all required academic course/ courses and unit/ units for the first major, and shall complete a minimum of forty (40) academic units as required for the second major (including all required professional/ special courses/ units). Students who accomplish the above requirements will be awarded with the Bachelor Degree for the corresponding dual majors. The second major academic units 

Part 5:
During the study of dual major, if an additional course/ courses are necessary to be opened within the designated academic year, students who currently pursuing their dual major are required to pay their academic tuition based on the number of units enrolled in additional to their regular enrollment academic tuition. Morning Division students who have extended their academic program year due to the study of their dual major with the total number of units no more than nine (9) academic units are only required to pay their academic tuition based on the number of units enrolled. Students who have enrolled in a total number of ten (10) academic units or above are required to pay the full amount of tuition and the miscellaneous fees. Evening Division students are required to pay their academic tuition based on the number of unites enrolled and the miscellaneous fees.  

Part 6: 
Students are prohibited to enroll in courses with overlapping class meeting time If applicable, students shall enroll in the course/ courses offered in the summer section. 

Part 7: 
Dual major students The grade points of the second major course/ courses is/are to be calculated and averaged in combining with the academic semester grade points

Part 8:
Dual major students who have decided to discontinue the studies of the required courses and academic units of one of the major shall apply for the resignation of the Dual Major program.

Part 9:
Students with dual major are permitted to extend their academic program for two (2) additional academic years. Students who completed all required academic course/ courses and unit/ units for the first major, but have yet completed all required academic course/ courses and unit/ units for the second major are permitted to graduate only if the students decided to discontinue their dual major program. Students who have successfully graduated from school are prohibited to reapply and reenroll in the second major course/ courses and unit/ units students have discontinued during their academic school years. Any prove of dual major will not be issued to students who have discontinued their dual major during their academic school years. Students who wish to continue their dual major program is permitted to extend their academic program for one (1) additional academic year, and must complete all required academic course/ courses and unit/ units for the second major.  Students who have yet completed all required academic course/ courses and unit/ units for the second major will have their dual major standing disqualified.  If the acquired academic units meet the acceptance criteria for the minor concentration, the students are permitted to graduate with a minor concentration.  The acquired academic units classified as minor concentration shall not be counted toward the required academic units for the corresponding major department.

The rules and regulations of Advanced Standing Units mentioned above shall be in accordance with the Advanced Standing Policies, and verified and approved by the Dean of the major department

Major transfer students and college transfer students who have enrolled in Dual Major in National Cheng Kung University shall file for Advanced Standing Units petition for each of the major individually.

Part 10: Students who have pursued dual major in their formerly- enrolled college/ university, and wish to continue/ retain their studies in National Cheng Kung University must reapply after they have admitted through registration.  

Part 11: Dual major students who have extended their graduation date and failed to maintain normal academic progress in their degree program leading to the intent of academic probation, their dual major standing shall be disqualified. As if the students have already completed the program requirements established by their college and major department, students will received a degree from the first department college.

Part 12: Students who have successfully completed their dual major required courses established by both major departments and demonstrated satisfactory academic progress must apply for degree.  Their transcripts and Commencement Recognition Ceremony booklet will list the names of the dual major departments; their diplomas will list the degrees acquired and the names of the dual major departments.  

Part 13: This Rules and Regulations have yet to be integrated. Student must refer to Rules and Regulations of University and Procedures for further information and instruction. 
Part 14: This Rules and Regulations, with any applicable modification, will be executed once the approval is granted.
